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University of Georgia & YOCOCU Partnership:

Envisioning a new future for cultural heritage in Georgia

In the spring of 2018, YOCOCU ltaly and the University of Georgia started their partnership
to explore the creation of new strategies in the conservation and management of cultural
heritage. These new strategies would, first, be distinct from the classical government-based
initiatives. High-learning centers dedicated to heritage would encourage their students to start
thinking in practical ways to collaborate in the realm of heritage, before they graduate and using
the financial opportunities provided by private sources and even government ones. Second,
these strategies would explore new venues and new means to promote the conservation and
appreciation of cultural heritage, more so when evidence of potential heritage evidence is being
ignored, or when heritage from certain population and/or religious groups (within a multiethnic
country) is being let to decay without understanding how it can contribute to a more complete
heritage offer for local populations and foreign visitors. Thirdly, and at the core of YOCOCU, is
the use of a set of recent, novel, green and reversible conservation strategies to physically care
for artifacts and monumental structures. One could say that YOCOCU is interested in pursuing
green, ecological, sustainable, culturally-centered, unorthodox strategies in the conservation as
in the management spheres.

YOCOCU (Youth in Conservation of Cultural Heritage) was born in 2008 with the aim to create
a network among young professionals and researchers, working in different fields of cultural
heritage. YOCOCU 2008 was the first International meeting focused on Cultural Heritage
completely devoted to the participation of young professionals. It was an important occasion to
share knowledge and expertise and a clear example of how strong is the willingness of the youth
to be present, to be visible and to compete in the sector. The past five editions (Rome 2008,
Palermo 2010, Antwerp 2012, Agsu 2014, Madrid 2016 and Matera 2018) have made YOCOCU
a network for interdisciplinary and international collaborations (pic.1).

The YOCOCU 2020 conference in Thilisi (May 20-24), “Green Conservation and Green
Managment” will be devoted to experiences in learning and working on real-life scenarios in the
realm of the conservation and management of cultural heritage (pic.2). YOCOCU meetings are
aimed at transmitting and disseminating knowledge and experiences in this broad and complex
realm. In Thilisi Georgian, Caucasian and European students will be able to attend sessions
set as “short-workshops”, where students and researchers will update their knowledge in the
conservation of film, paper, textiles, or the management of site museums, world heritage sites,
archaeological research in monumental heritage. All this by using cases drawn from the Georgian
heritage institutions, guided by Georgian researchers and their foreign counterparts. They will be
short but intensive workshops where the objective will be to demonstrate the options available
in each field as adapted to the Georgian context. The other part of the symposium will deal
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with the more traditional presentations, which we hope will come also in the form of organized
symposia, as, for example, metallurgy conservation practices. Individual presentations will also
be accepted and directed to create thematic symposia.

On our way to YOCOCU Thilisi 2020 a series of events have and will be organized. These events
need the participation, curiosity and ideas of the students involved in the fields of cultural heritage.

. April 2018: Initial visit by YOCOCU directive and agreement with the University of
Georgia. Presentation at the Tabukashvili branch of the Thilisi State Academy for the Arts in
April, which was mostly attended by Academy students, Andrea Macchia presented the main
features of the YOCOCU model in the conservation and management of cultural heritage. What
is that model? How is it different from traditional models? These are questions and a discussion
that will now take place among us, with a sample of students from more institutions in Thilisi, with
the very important opinion by students and researchers, all together, expressing and comparing
points of view on the subject.

. May 2018: Presentation of YOCOCU Thbilisi 2020 at the Matera 2018 Conference with
an introductory session with the presence of Dr. Giuli Alasania, President of the University of
Georgia, and David Berikashvili, Chair of the Committee Thilisi 2020.

. June 2018: Creation of the Consortium YOCOCU 2020, chaired by the University of
Georgia and with the participation of these institutions: Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University;
Thilisi State Academy for the Arts; National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation of Georgia;
Georgian National Museum; Georgian Technical University; and, llia State University.

. October 2018: First meeting of YOCOCU members at TSU. In the meeting we reviewed
the purpose and model of YOCOCU Georgia; discussed issues in cultural heritage in Georgia:
what do students feel for the future of heritage? Proposals of other activities that could enhance
the impact of the YOCOCU model in Georgia.

November 2018: YOCOCU Workshop on Proposal Writing for Cultural Heritage Projects
(UoG & TSU) (pic.3).

. November 2018: ICOM Georgia and the ICOM subcommittee on Regional Museums
joins the Consortium and will organize a set of workshops.

. May 2019: Professional course on conservation and management of cultural heritage.
Thilisi/Samshvilde. Sponsored by the Embassy of Italy, the Agency

COURSE: Conservation, Restoration and Management of Archaeological Sites.

This course will adopt a collaborative and multidisciplinary approach to the issues attaining
heritage (from the physical integrity to the social inclusion issues) and is designed for students
and young professionals involved in the conservation of archaeological sites, which includes
professionals will to understand better the work of conservators and the strategies they employ
depending on the circumstances present. The primary goal of the course is to provide the
participants with a very specific set of experiences to address conservation issues of heritage,
which could be put into use from the very early stages in the management of a monument or
artefact (pic.4). The focus of the techniques will be on innovative and eco-friendly methods,
from maintenance to treatments, applied to the conservation of ceramics materials and stone.
These will include cost-effective and integrity-effective conservation methodologies (pic.5), and
ensuring a practical understanding of appropriate repair methods and long-term management
strategies.
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A series of lectures, discussions, laboratory sessions, demonstrations and field exercises by
different specialists will provide the participants the basic know-how, models and methodologies
to discuss both the fundamental theories of conservation as well as consider how advances in
technology and research can be put forward in special or specific contexts. Additionally, group
fieldwork exercises at a worksite will provide participants with the opportunity to address actual
work scenarios where multidisciplinary solutions and collaboration are required. Throughout
the course, participants will be encouraged to draw upon their collective expertise from various
specializations to help them arrive at more effective conservation solutions.

The course is open to all but is aimed to Georgian students and young professionals in the
field of conservation in Georgia. The instructors of the course will be EU restorers, professionals
and researchers in of conservation, restoration and heritage management field. Preference will
be given to individuals belonging to the existing YOCOCU network.

Samshvilde as laboratory

An additional theme of the course will be the planning of education activities to transform an
archaeological site in an open-air park welcoming visitors and schools. The archaeological site
of Samshvilde is: a vast and complex area to conserve; an ensemble of artefacts and natural
features that need to be well balanced for its conservation; and, an important cultural asset in
the heritage of Georgia and an important site in the regional history of the Caucasus region.
The site of Samshvilde is undergoing a systematic recovery of information through controlled
archaeological excavations since 2013. It is thanks to this information and interest that the site
will be able to achieve a rightful place to be a living centre of research and cultural activities in
the present territory and society.

Information and activities at the site will speak about cultural heritage conservation and to
recognize the job of archaeologists, restorers, conservators and museographers in the future
of the site. These inputs and the interest on the site will allow us to transform an archaeological
site in a dynamic park to promote culture with the help of professionals from diverse disciplines
in a team-work effort.

In the course Georgian students, coming from different curricula, will be exposed to novel and
distinct conservation and management approaches and laboratory demonstrations combining
hands-on learning. They will plan for activities that will then be re-enacted directly in the
archaeological site, or in schools or in special events to promote cultural heritage conservation.
The activities will connect the archaeology with others scientific disciplines, as chemistry and
physics, introducing into cultural heritage management new ways of thinking to support the
physical integrity of artefacts and monuments. This process will also be conveyed to visitors and
students so that the site, its context, its potential and its problems are analysed and interpreted
as heritage that needs to be preserved from different points of view.
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
